Feb. 27 - Full Day in Fez

A full day is devoted to Fez, one of Morocco's four Imperial Cities. Home to Al-Karaouine, the oldest
operating university in the world, beautiful Fez is of exceptional cultural and historical significance.

Feb. 28 - Sightseeing en route to Erfoud

A full day to explore Ouarzazate, famous for its two ornate casbahs, fragrant rose gardens and cinema
studios, where 'Lawrence of Arabia' was filmed. Its name means 'without noise' in the Berber language,
which well-suits this desert city. Via the Valley of Draa, onto Zagora, gateway to the Sahara Desert
and Tinfou Sand Dunes. Timbouktou, 700 miles across the lonely desert, is the next significant town.
Overnight: Ouarzazate - Hotel Tichka - Meals: Breakfast, Dinner

March 3 - Sightseeing en route to Marrakesh

Visit the ornately decorated Taourit and Tifoultout Casbahs, ancient residences of a Pacha of
Marrakesh. Explore Casbah of Ait Benhaddou, another UNESCO World Heritage Site. Onto Marrakesh
for 3 nights, via the highest road in Morocco, the Tichka Pass, offering an impressive landscape in the
heart of the Atlas Mountains. Overnight: Marrakesh - Hotel Atlas Asni - Meals: Breakfast, Dinner
March 4 - Full Day in Marrakesh

Discover the historical, authentic and cultural highlights of Marrakesh, the 'The Red Pearl of the South,’
which possesses an unforgettable vibrant character. Visit Koutoubia Mosque and Djemaa el Fna Square,
where we see snake charmers, merchants and fortune tellers! See the bustling Medina, another unique
UNESCO World Heritage Site.
